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MAKING MIGRATION WORK FOR DEVELOPMENT
(MMWD)

4th Steering and Scientific Committee Meetings

Bucharest, 6-7 November 2013

The SEE strategic project MMWD-Making Migration Work for Development will hold its 4th Steering and Scientific Committee Meetings in Bucharest on 6th and 7th of November 2013, host by the Ministry of Regional Development and Public Administration of Romania.

The timing of the event is critical, since core activities of the project are being completed, and others will be launched in Bucharest. MMWD partners and external experts will present and discuss the outcomes of MMWD demographic projections. MMWD territorial projections are characterized by the effort to depict population trends at 2020 taking into high account internal and international migration, and isolating the effects of migrants on the size and levels of education that can be expected of the population, and on households’ structures and dependency ratio. In Bucharest, the project teams will engage in an open discussion on Population Change and Development with Anne Gujon, leading expert on the analysis of human capital and demographic change, from the Vienna Institute of Demography and the Wittgenstein Centre for Demography and Global Human Capital. 
The discussion on demographic projections will pave the way to the subsequent working session on the construction of MMWD policy scenarios. Following presentations based on concrete MMWD work in scenario-making, ranging from quantitative models to qualitative analysis, MMWD partners will divide in sub-groups, chosen on the basis of development and migration indicators of their respective territories, and will engage in a structured discussion among MMWD officers and experts from homogeneous territorial contexts, about priority challenges on human capital, employment and welfare that should form the starting point for the definition of integrated development visions for their territories.
The Bucharest meetings will also be an important step in MMWD to discuss the work done by partners on the identification of institutional stakeholders and contents for the agenda of the SEE Platform on Transnational Policy Dialogue and Cooperation, whose Roundtables (respectively on Labor; Human Capital; Welfare) will meet three times in 2014 to identify territorial development challenges that can be addressed trans-nationally and design concrete actions regulating specific aspects of transnational migration in South East Europe, to be implemented over the next period. 
In order to present current institutional experience of transnational dialogue and cooperation, the Italian Ministry of Labor and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and EU Integration of the Republic of Moldova will present an overview of agreements in place and will place the MMWD Platform in the realm of the EU Integration process. Last but certainly not least, MMWD Platform will link out to the ongoing Capitalization Process of the Transnational Cooperation Program for South East Europe, with particular regard to the network of the Thematic Pole on Demographic Change and Employment, to which MMWD is a member. The twin project of MMWD in the 4th Call of the SEE Program – the strategic project SEEMIG, thematic pole coordinator - will illustrate the current structure of the SEE network on Demographic Change and Employment.
